Board to Determine

Annual Subscriptions for Ordinary Members and Associate Members shall be determined by the Board from time to time.

 

Date to be Paid 

Annual Subscriptions are due and payable on the first day of July in each year and must be paid without default 30 days from the date of invoice, but no later than the first day of September. The Annual Subscription shall be accompanied by a current listing of the Member's Industry Products upon which the Annual Subscription is calculated.
 
Financials of Member

All Members shall, whenever requested in writing by the CEO, provide, in confidence to the CEO, audited financial accounts used to calculate their Annual Subscriptions. Where a Member does not have an appointed auditor, CHP AUSTRALIA may provide its own appointed auditor at CHP AUSTRALIA’s cost.

 

Board Discretion

Notwithstanding the requirements of Rule 10.2, the Board may vary the requirements of this Constitution in order that an applicant's membership may be obtained, or a Member’s membership retained.

 

Merger

In circumstances where a Member merges or amalgamates with one or more other Companies (whether or not those other Companies are Members), the newly-formed Company will continue to be a Member and the Annual Subscription payable by that newly-formed Company shall be calculated on the total turnover of Industry Products for the preceding financial year of the Companies which merged or amalgamated to form the new Company.  

 

Acquisition

Where a Member acquires (by whatever means) a licence to produce and/or market an Industry Product, the acquiring Member has the responsibility of including subscription fees calculated with respect to that Industry Product unless previously paid.

Your CHP AUSTRALIA membership subscription is based on the sales of non-prescription consumer healthcare products, that is,  those classified as Schedule 2, Schedule 3 or Unscheduled/GSL products (as defined in the CHP AUSTRALIA Rules) available through any channel of distribution.





This includes all non-prescription consumer healthcare products included on the Australian Register of Therapeutic Goods (ARTG) as well as exempt products that are non-prescription therapeutic goods by definition. 


TURNOVER refers to net invoiced sales (NIS). NIS are defined as the net value of product sales as disclosed on the printed invoice. NIS = Gross sales minus any discounts and deductions noted on the invoice. Discounts and deductions “Off Invoice” are not included in determining NIS.





Your turnover includes all those product sales which are banked by you. Your turnover does not include license fees, royalties etc. paid to you for products that are sold by another company.





To ensure that you include all appropriate products on the Turnover by Product Category sheet, please use this checklist:


all your non-prescription product sales (Aust R and Aust L), including complementary products, i.e. products which are registrable or listable on the ARTG, whether scheduled (S2 and S3) and unscheduled goods, for example, sunscreens, vitamins, minerals, herbals;
